2011 – 2012 MEDICAL/INJURY RELEASE
We the staff of Pinnacle All Star Cheerleading (PAC) recognize our obligation to make our cheerleaders and their parents aware of the risk and hazards associated with the sport of cheerleading.  Cheerleaders may suffer injuries, possibly minor, serious, or catastrophic (paralysis or even death) in nature.  Cheerleading can be dangerous and can lead to injury.

Parents should make their child aware of the possibility of injury and encourage their child  to follow all the safety rules and their coaches instructions in practices, warm up, or in the course of any exhibitions, competitions, or clinics in which she/he participates in or while traveling to/or from the event.

 I fully understand that PAC staff members are not physicians or medical practitioners of any kind.  With this in mind, I hereby release PAC staff to render temporary basic first aid to my child in the event of any injury or illness, and if deemed necessary to seek medical attention, including transportation by a PAC Staff member and/or its representative to any health care facility or hospital, or to call an ambulance for said child should the PAC staff deem necessary.
I also understand that it is the parent’s responsibility to warn their child according to what the parents feel is appropriate.  PAC will only warn the child through “safety messages” TEACHING STYLES
With the above in mind and being fully aware of the risk and possibility of injury involved, I consent to have child participate in the program offered and further agree to waive all rights and claims for injuries or damages that I or my child may have against PAC or its representatives.

2011 – 2012 PROGRAM AGREEMENT

Agrees to provide supervision with practices, exhibitions, competitions, etc.

CHEERLEADER

Agrees to follow all directions and instructions from the staff, without questioning or assuming to know more than the coaches.  Agrees to work hard and to give 100% during practice and conditioning exercise to improve performance and reduce the chances of injury.  Agrees to maintain a competitive attitude, remain focus throughout practice, to work towards the development of the team.  Agrees to maintain physical skills requested by the coach.  Agrees to be in proper attire and on time to all practices, exhibitions, competitions, etc.   Agrees to behave at all times in a manner that reflects positively and professionally on themselves, their families, and PAC.  In extreme circumstances, violations could result in removal from the program.
PARENTS

Agrees to dicuss any and all problems or concerns related to the program, staff, cheerleader(s), or other parents directly with the staff, and not to publicly air grievances should any arise.  Agrees to accept staff decisions as final and in the best interest of all parties. PRACTICE ATTENDANCE POLICY & PROCEDURE

Competitive cheerleading is a team sport which requires regular attendance by all team members.  We expect all team members to attend all scheduled practices.  The following are obviously acceptable reasons for missing practice:





Illness






Death in the Family






Mandatory School Function

It is mandatory that either your child’s coach or the cheerleading director be notified as soon as possible if a cheerleader must miss practice for one of these reasons.  This can be done by call, text or email.
We recognize that there are times other legitimate reasons besides the ones listed above, a team member may want or need to miss a practice.  If a parent feels it is in the best interest of the cheerleader to miss a practice, we ask that the parent/guardian contact either of the cheerleading directors as far in advance as possible to discuss the situation.  We believe that with adequate lead time and cooperation between the director and parent we will be able to resolve most potential conflicts.  We certainly understand that ultimately it is the parent’s decision.  It will be PAC’s responsibility to inform the parent of any possible ramifications of that decision.
We will handle all situations on a case-by-case basis.  We will be fair and consistent, but we will have to use discretion.  We ask that all parents and team members support our decisions.  If you have a question concerning our implementation of this policy, please discuss it with either of the all star directors.
Practices two weeks prior to an event are extremely important to the building, timing, and execution of a routine.  Absences during this time frame may be met with position changes and/or removal of the cheerleader from the event.
We are committed to fairness and excellence.  It a team member’s attendance begins to negatively impact the team or is disruptive, we will discuss this with the parents.  In extreme cases, it may be necessary to remove a cheerleader from our program as a result of violating this policy.  No refunds will be made on program, or uniform fees paid prior to dismissal from the squad.
